n the preservation advocacy front, Historic Seattle
Oworked closely with local preservation and heritage
groups to advocate for the preservation of the landmark Alki
Homestead in Seattle and helped organized a public photo
shoot in front of the building that engaged 200 community
members who gathered to declare, “This Place Matters” on

July 4.

We participated as a Section 106 consulting party to the
Alaskan Way Viaduct Replacement Project and the SR520
Bridge Replacement Project.

Historic Seattle successfully prepared a Seattle landmark
nomination for the Bloss House in West Seattle which was

designated in Spring 2010.

Washington Hall, already a designated Seattle Landmark,
was listed on the Washington Heritage Register and National
Register of Historic Places in 2010.

In 2010, Historic Seattle’s website continued to be an
effective tool for conveying information about the
organization and for providing an easy way to register for
programs, become a member, or make a contribution to
further our work in preserving and protecting Seattle’s

architectural legacy.

In January, we launched MAin2, a blog about how
preservation is integral to today’s urban neighborhoods and

vital to enhancing our quality-of-life.

We also launched a Washington Hall website in April 2010
which highlights the rehabilitation project, the building’s
history, and offers an events calendar.

We continued to build our Historic Seattle Facebook group

and created a Washington Hall Facebook page, using social

media to reach out to a broader audience.
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n 2010, Historic Seattle was awarded three

4Culture grants:
1. Heritage Special Projects Grant for our Washington
Hall Oral History Project, $7,250
2. Historic Preservation Real Estate Action Fund Grant
for producing a structural assessment report for the
Alki Homestead, $15,000
3. Sustained Support Grant for operations, $11,000

Washington Hall was one of 25 historic sites competing
for public votes for a grant from American Express and
the National Trust for Historic Preservation through their
Partners in Preservation Program. A $90,000 grant was

awarded for new electrical service and other work at

the building.

Historic Seattle also was the recipient of a three-year
funding (2009-2011) allocation from the Seattle Office
of Arts & Cultural Affairs Civic Partners Fund. Yearly
awards of $1,400 provided monies for honoraria and

transportation for out-of-state speakers.
