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The Cadillac is back
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Historic Seattle has completed renovation of the Cadillac Hotel, a Pioneer Square building that was heavily damaged in the February 2001 Nisqually earthquake. 

Rafn Construction led the $10.6 million project, working with Stickney Murphy Romine Architects of Seattle, and Rutherford and Chekene structural engineers of Oakland, Calif. Work included seismic bracing, masonry repair and rehab of the interior. 

The Klondike Gold Rush National Historic Park Museum and the National Park Service's regional headquarters will be tenants. 

Historic Seattle purchased the building from Goodman Financial Services in 2002. It is located at Second Avenue South and South Jackson Street. 

The hotel was built in 1889, six months after the Great Fire. Over the years it has housed waterfront workers, a bar, pawn brokers and restaurants. 

It was slated for demolition after the earthquake, but Historic Seattle lined up funding from sources such as the South Downtown Foundation and the Save the Buildings Fund. 

Mayor Greg Nickels and other city officials are scheduled to speak at an 11 a.m. event today at the building. 
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
